Her design responded to and 
accommodated the unique challenges presented by a San Francisco site 
within a liquefaction zone prone to intense shaking in the event of an 
earthquake. Rachelôs project won a national design award and she was 
published in the Cal Poly Architecture + Design + Discourse 9, which 
represents the most commendable work at CPSLO. In an interesting  
side note, Rachel married Greg Taylor another CRC graduate.  
Professor John Ellis attended their wedding last summer. They now live 
in Cambridge, Massachusetts where Greg is attending the Harvard 
Graduate School in Architecture. They met at CRC.
